The chemistry between Larus and Mina was there from the start, and interestingly, neither of them actually
denied it at any point. Though it did take them a while to actually act on their attraction (cock-blocking
sisters probably have that affect!) it still simmered there under the surface as well.

I also liked the introduction of a vampire character into the book. The Lycans and trolls had both been
properly introduced in the previous book so some background was already there for them, though it was
expanded upon more. Adding the vampires in expanded the world, and it has me intrigued as to the role
they'll play in future.
