Devlin is the third son of aViscount, from a scandal ous/tortured family
and carries rather torturous memories of the war and hisrolein it. Heisin essence, atortured hero. Blytheis
quirky, sarcastic and insecure. Even with her insecurities, | rather liked her (with the exception of her
forgiving nature, which will be further explained ahead). She had her heart broken by her previous fiance,
her brother's best friend, Carny. He went off to war swearing he loved her and came back married to
someone else he fell in love with. It's been 2 years and Blythe isn't ready to forgive, but Devlin seemsto be
handy for distracting her.

This started slowly and continued slowly as well. The two come together and are practically in love within
days, but both refuse to admit it (either because they don't believe it or don't trust it). So what followsisa
bunch of melodramatic misunderstandings (not big ones) and miscommunications and some sheer
stubbornness to draw out the angst rather unnecessarily.
