Classroom Connections:

After reading this book as aclass, | would have my students explore their own backyards at home. | would
ask them to find different types of plants and bugs and have them identify each. After identifying as many as
they can at home, they could then work together in class to help each other identify any unknown bugs or
plants that were found. This activity would allow students to learn more about bugs and plants in their own
backyard while exploring and discovering things on their own and working together in groupsin the
classroom.

Text Complexity:

The Lexile for this book is 600, and there is no information about its guided reading level. It would be



appropriate as aread aloud for grades K-2, and a student would able to read the text independently in the
fourth month of second grade.
